IX) Diaphragm Arm

a. If answered “YES, I feel confident that my partner will agree to use a condom.” then ““It’s great that you feel confident about using condoms.  here’s another method you can use in taking control of your sexual health.” ( Jump to VIII.c in outline
b. If answered “NO, I feel confident that my partner will agree to use a condom.” then “If negotiation doesn’t work and if you can’t get your partner to use a condom, here’s another method you can use without your partner knowing and empower yourself to take control of your sexual health.”( Jump to VIII.c in outline
c. Diaphragm explanation of what it is

i. Use pictures too, this framing is important, think more about it

ii. Used with spermacide or gel that stops sperm and bacteria, but it only lasts 2 hours, and you must leave it in for a certain amount of time (6 hours) afterwards for spermacide to work
d. Perks for diaphragm

i. Insert up to 6 hours before sex – doesn’t spoil the mood

ii. Your partner doesn’t need to know you are using it

iii. One-time cost

iv. Reusable up to 2 years (????)

v. Sex during period!

vi. Discreet

vii. It’s not a medicine so there are no side effects: ex: does not affect menstrual cycle or future fertility
