	1. Yes, the people will be informed they are participating in a research project. They will know that data from them is being recorded in an anonymous, confidential fashion.

2. Data will NOT be recorded with people’s names as good methodology necessitates. They will be given an anonymous (even to the doctor & nurses) ID. However, there will be a record of this ID’s matching names which will be stored separately, confidentially, and under lock. We’ll ask about the specific procedures for this some more, though, if it is worrisome.

3. We don’t know exactly what you mean here, but Lida spoke with the respondent in person, and the group will discuss the implications of “empowering”. 

4. The term “like that” can mean different things to different people in this context. We believe there is negotiation in every relationship and that it is different in each case. However, point is well taken. We will add a suggestion of leaving a relationship if your wishes aren’t being respected/listened to, but we are trying not to be judgmental/pushy/preachy, so the phrasing will be discussed. 

5. Sexuality will most likely be part of the demographics. But we will ask the research team. It may not be one of the factors that they are looking at.

6. We are working on that. We feel it is important for the software to be interactive as a way of connecting better with the user and maintaining her attention.

2. The list of racial choices shown was an example and not intended to be complete. Hopefully people won’t have to feel like they have to choose the Other Box but it will be there. Native American (or American Indian) will be a choice. We are asking for racial backgrounds, not necessarily immigration/geographic/location status, although the two run into each other. All the demographic questions will undergo extensive discussion & editing before the final question is produced.
