The page numbers are
now in the lower right corner instead of being centered, like in this onesided
document. In twosided documents, the page numbers are in the lower left
or right corner.

It was superseeded by the fancyhdr package [1] and
therefore is no longer supported. So please don’t use rplain, just use fancyhdr
instead:
